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ARTICLE I:  NAME

Section 1: Club Name

The name of this organization shall be CHOIR CLUB
ARTICLE II:  DESCRIPTION AND PURPOSE OF CLUB
Section 1: Purpose of the Club 
The purpose of our club is to raise monetary funds for music festivals, competitions, and transportation.  Additionally, funds may be used to promote fellowship and unity among members of the choir by purchasing uniforms or other matching apparel, or to fund parties, banquets or other gatherings.
ARTICLE III:  MEMBERSHIP
Section 1:  Membership
All registered students of Franklin High School choir class are eligible to become members of the Choir Club.   Membership in this club shall be compulsory for students in the class.  Other students not registered in the class may become members of the Choir Club pending a vote of registered members and approval of the advisor.
ARTICLE IV: OFFICERS.
Section 1:  The Choir Club shall be composed of:

A. ELECTED OFFICERS:

a. President

b. Vice President

c. Secretary

d. Treasurer

B. APPOINTED OFFICERS:

a. Librarian
Section 2:  Term of Office

The term of office for each officer shall be from the time of club officer elections (no later than the fourth week of classes) until the end of the school year.

Section 3:  Removal from Office

The Choir Club may vote to remove an officer from the position if it is deemed that the officer is unable or unwilling to fulfill the duties of the office, or if the officer has behaved in illegal or unethical manner.  Such removal shall occur upon a two-thirds (67%) vote of the club members.

ARTICLE V:  OFFICERS’ DUTIES

Section 1:  President:

a. Responsible for seeing that all aspects of the constitution are carried out.

b. Presides over and prepares meeting agendas.  
c. Serves as the primary liaison between members of the choir and the teacher/advisor

d. Appoints chairpersons to committees.
e. Performs other duties as assigned by the advisor.

Section 2:  Vice President:

a. Presides over and prepares the agenda  in  the absence of the president.

b. Performs other duties as assigned by the president and/or advisor.

Section 3:  Secretary:
a. Takes minutes for meetings and keeps a record of every set of minutes taken

b. Takes care of all correspondence at the request of the president and/or the advisor.

c. Performs other duties as assigned by the president and/or advisor.

Section 4:  Treasurer:
a. Presents to the club on established meeting days and keeps records of the following information:  

1. The balance in the club’s account.

b. Reconciles any differences with the advisor and Activities Office Accounts Clerk.

c. Keeps a record of the income and expenses for fund raisers.  

d. Reports any financial irregularities 

e. Performs other duties as assigned by the president and/or advisor.
ARTICLE VI:  ELECTIONS

The entire procedure for elections is outlined here.  The time of the election and voting eligibility and general procedures should be included.

Section 1: Elections

Officers are to be elected by a majority (50% of the votes cast plus one (1) vote) of the votes cast for each office, by the

students they are to represent.
Section 2:  Runoffs

A runoff election will take place between the candidates receiving the two (2) highest percentage votes when no majority was cast during the original election.  If after the run-off election, not one candidate has a majority of votes, winner to be determined by simple majority.  Simple majority means most votes cast.

Section 3:  Vacancies

All vacancies shall be filled according to a vote, using the same procedures outlined above (Section 1 and Section 2).
Section 4:  Tie Votes

In the event of a tie during any vote (except a vote which may be resolved with a run off), the advisor shall cast the tie-breaking vote.
ARTICLE VII:   MEETINGS & QUORUM

Section 1:  The Choir Club shall concern itself with any business that it deems appropriate.

Section 2:  Meetings will be held at the discretion of the officers, pending approval of the advisor.
Section 3:  Meetings will be held during choir class, at the discretion of the teacher. Voting actions may be extended to two or 
    more days, if necessary, to ensure the vote of different sections (i.e. A-B alternating sections of the class).
Section 3:  Any member may request of an officer that a meeting be held.  Officers shall make requests known to the president.

Section 3:  The president shall request of the advisor a club meeting at least one day before desired meeting.
Section 4:  A quorum shall consist of 2/3 of the members.

ARTICLE VIII:  PARLIAMENTARY PROCEDURES
Section 1:  Business is conducted under Robert’s Rules of Order.  Standard operating procedures or by- laws are to be established 

    by the club.  It is the duty of each member to learn and use these procedures.

ARTICLE IX:  RATIFICATION & AMENDMENTS
Section 1:  This constitution will be considered amended upon approval by a majority of the Choir Club.

Section 2:  Suggestions/input for amendments shall be actively solicited from members.
Section 3:  Amendments may be proposed by:

A. A 2/3 vote of the club
ARTICLE X:  POWER OF THE PRINCIPAL

Section 1:  It is understood that the principal of Franklin HS may veto any decision made by any club organization.  

Section 2:  Normally, the principal will delegate his/her power to the club advisor.

Section 3:  Any decision may be appealed to the principal.
