Description:

The objective of this class is for students to learn about music theory, history, and culture through performance.  Students are expected to make progress through regular participation, written class work, and homework.

Materials:

· No textbooks.  Music will be provided.  These scores are the property of Franklin High School and must be returned undamaged.  Damaged music may be charged to the student for replacement.
· Pencil
· Folder for music storage (no larger than ½ inch)
Grading:


Grading is on a point system.  Grades are determined by the percentage of points earned vs. points possible.

· Attendance/Participation- 3 points/day (15 points/week) Since daily participation is the only way to accomplish the goals of the class, attendance is essential.   Students who bring a valid admit for excused absences will earn back these points.
· Concert Attendance—40% of grade (points to be determined)  In addition to regular attendance, participation at the concerts is mandatory.  Since this is a performance class, it is essential for all students to be present at concerts.  Students who do not attend a concert can expect to fail the class.
· Tests- points will vary according to the test: Important musical and historical concepts will be assessed on a periodic basis.
· other assignments/assessments—points will vary according to assignment/assessment: The teacher has the discretion to assign other work not listed here as needed.
· Deductions—point deductions may vary according to severity: Students who have difficulty following the classroom rules or who otherwise prove uncooperative may lose points from their daily attendance.  Students who do not serve assigned detentions will lose 5 points for each missed detention.  
· Absence Policy:
Students must submit an admit for all excused absences at the beginning of the period.  The teacher will not ask for an admit.
· Restrooms Policy:

Students may use the restroom twice each quarter.  Students will receive 5 points of extra credit for 


each pass not used.  Students who use more than 2 will be required to complete an extra assignment
