Class Expectations

Description:

The objective of this class is for students to learn about music theory, history, and culture through piano playing.  Students are expected to make progress through regular participation, written class work, and homework.

Materials:

· No textbooks.  A class set of piano method books is provided.  These are each used by other students who take the class at different periods.  It is the responsibility of each student to maintain and care for the book provided, or the student may be charged a replacement fee.
· Pencil
· A 3-hole folder or a ½ inch binder
Grading:


Grading is on a point system.  Grades are determined by the percentage of points earned vs. points possible.

· Attendance- 3 points/day (15 points/week) Since daily participation is the only way to accomplish the goals of the class, attendance is essential.  Students who bring a valid admit for excused absences will earn back these points.  Students who do not participate may lose points from their attendance grade.
· Daily Journal Entry- up to 2 points/day (10 points/week):  In the last five minutes of each class, each student will complete a journal entry according to guidelines to be described in class.  Each entry will earn between 0 to 2 points.  Journals will be reviewed during the weekly checks.  Students who turn in admits for excused absences will earn back these points 
· Weekly Checks- 5 points/week: Each student will be assigned a day of the week for a regular check.  Students are expected to play a song from the book (according to the checklist) or a scale each week.  Any checks done in addition to those required will receive an additional 5 points each.
· Book progress: By following the method book provided, students will achieve essential piano skills.  Regular work during class time will ensure that each student completes the method book by the end of the year, and is guided by the checklist.
· Scales:  Mastery of the scales is an essential skill for playing the piano.  Scales are guided by the checklist.
· Tests- points will vary according to the test: Important musical and historical concepts will be assessed on a regular basis.
· Research Projects—points will vary according to the project:  There will be various research assignments due throughout the year.  More information will follow.
· other assignments—points will vary according to assignment: The teacher has the discretion to assign other work not listed here as needed.
· Deductions—point deductions may vary according to severity: Students who have difficulty following the classroom rules or who otherwise prove uncooperative may lose points from their daily attendance.  Students who do not serve assigned detentions will lose 5 points for each missed detention.
Absence Policy:

Students must submit an admit for all excused absences at the beginning of the period.  The teacher will not ask for an admit.

Restrooms Policy:

Students may use the restroom twice each quarter.  Students will receive 5 points of extra credit for 


each pass not used.  Students who use more than 2 will be required to complete an extra assignment
